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DETERMINATION OF ELIGIBILITY (DOE)
Information and Application Form Instructions 2016-2017

[bookmark: _GoBack]
· In order to be eligible for listing in the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP), a property must meet the National Register criteria for evaluation.

· The Applicant should consult with the State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) prior to preparing a DOE to discuss the property and how best to proceed.   

· Complete the DOE application form per the instructions.  After completion the application should be submitted to SHPO for review, prior to preparing a National Register Nomination (NRN).  

· SHPO makes its determination of eligibility based on the descriptions and information provided in the DOE application form. 

· SHPO staff advises the Applicant on the eligibility of the property within 30 days of receipt of the DOE, including nomination strategy (Criterion, Area of Significance, Level of Significance, Period of Significance, etc.).

· The SHPO will retain the application and documentation in its files after review including photographs, architectural plans, drawings and other materials submitted with the application.  They become the property of the SHPO and may be reproduced by it without permission.  

· Remember this is a preliminary Determination of Eligibility and the final determination occurs when the Secretary of the Interior’s Office, Keeper of the National Register of Historic Places, lists the property in the NRHP.  

· It is possible the final recommendation from the Secretary of the Interior’s Office (Keeper of the National Register of Historic Places) may differ from the recommendation of SHPO. 

· Authorized personnel of the SHPO will convey the final recommendations of the DOE to the Applicant in writing in 30 days. 




(Preparing a National Register Nomination generally requires expertise in history,
architectural history, archaeology, or related disciplines.)


HOW TO COMPLETE THE DETERMINATION OF ELIGIBILITY (DOE)
 APPLICATION FORM
1. Name of the property.  Enter the historic name of the property and complete address, including street, city, county, state and zip code for the property under consideration for NRHP listing.  If the building is located within a registered historic district, provide the name of the district.   

2. Nature of request.  Check the appropriate box for the DOE application review.

3. DOE preparer contact information.  Enter the DOE contact name, address and daytime telephone number for inquiries regarding specifics of the application.

4. Owner contact information.  Provide the owner’s name, email contact, address, and daytime telephone number.  

5. Description. (NRN Section 7 summary paragraph). In concise language describe the general characteristics of the property, indicating its location, type, style, and significant features.  Explain contributing and noncontributing resources if necessary and any changes/alterations to the original property.

6. Statement of significance. (NRN Section 8 summary paragraph). In concise language describe the level of significance, applicable criteria, period of significance, and any applicable criteria considerations.  

7. Photographs and maps.  Provide 4-5 good, clear photographs of the property and its surroundings as they currently appear.  Good photographs can supplement number 5 above. Photographs should be numbered, dated, and labeled with the property name, and the view (e.g. east side looking north). 

Continuation/Amendment Sheets 
Use Continuation/Amendment Sheets (blank sheets of paper with appropriate header) as needed to provide information concerning special considerations or to continue sections of the DOE when additional space is needed.  

Evaluation of the DOE application 

The documentation in the DOE application must be sufficient to: 
1) Determine the property's character-defining features which comprise its historic character; and 
2) Make a determination about how the historic character of the property meets the NRHP criteria for       evaluation.  

Preliminary recommendations ordinarily become final when the building or district is listed in the National Register or when the nomination or district documentation is formally amended.  
A formal amendment requires that SHPO amend the original National Register nomination and for the amendment to be approved and the property listed by the Secretary of the Interior’s Office.
